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English 
This term in English, we will be starting by 

writing a descriptive story. We will be focussing 

on basic writing skills such as using capital 

letters, finger spaces and full stops. 

In Reading, our focus will be reading for 

understanding and improved fluency, using a 

variety of strategies to work out unknown 

words. We will continue to build on the phonics 

taught in Year 1. 

 

Maths 

This term, we will be focusing on place value. 

Within this, the children will be learning how to 

represent numbers using mathematical 

resources and what the value of each digit 

within the number is. We will also be applying 

our knowledge of place value to money and 

length. 

 

Science 

Our topic ‘Animals Including Humans’ 

concentrates on keeping healthy. We will be 

finding out about and describing the basic 

needs of humans, for survival (water, food and 

air). The importance of exercise, eating the right 

amounts of different types of food, and hygiene 

will also be covered. Happy healthy minds will 

be an important focus of this term. 

PSHE/RSHE/ Equality and Diversity 

Our JIGSAW topic for this term is ‘Being Me in 

My World as well as similarities and 

differences.’ This will cover areas such as: our 

achievements, obstacles for learning and 

explore our learning charter. 

 

 

Theme 

RE: The children will be exploring the question 
“Who do Christians believe created the 
world?” 

PE: We will be focusing on Outdoor 
Adventurous Activities. The children will be 
working on their fitness. 

Geography: We will be researching where our 

food comes from. We will be exploring popular 

fruits that are grown in the UK and those that 

are imported. 

Art; In Art we will be exploring paint. We will 

experiment with different brushes and explore 

colour mixing.
