Maths 

This term, we will be focusing on multiplication 

and division. 
 

We will be learning about how we can use arrays 

to support us in working out multiplication 

problems and how we can use grouping and sharing 

for division. 
 

Please also continue to support your child in 

learning their times tables through Times Table 

Rockstars. 
 

English 

 

This term, the children will be learning the 

story of ‘The Storm Whale’. 

The children will immerse themselves in the 

text, innovate it and finally create their own 

exciting stories. 

We will practice handwriting daily and 

encourage the children to write neatly on the 

line using a cursive script, paying attention to 

the relative size of their letters and using 

ascenders (tall letters) and descenders 

(letters that go below the line). 

 

Science 

 

Our topic this term is- ‘Animals including 

Humans’.  We will be thinking about the life 

cycles of humans and animals and how all animals 

produce young that grow into adults. We will 

carry out an investigation to demonstrate how 

important helmets are when cycling and we will 

discuss how to keep ourselves safe around 

medicines in the home.

We will be looking at choosing a realistic goal and think 

about how to achieve it. We will look at how we can use 

our skills of perseverance when things are difficult. 

In RSE, the children will be learning about how they 

change as they grow up.
